TABLE RENTAL & REGISTRATION GUIDELINES

1. TABLES: Each oblong table comes with two chairs. One person can rent an entire table for $30, or two
persons can rent and share one table for $15 each. We encourage authors selling only one or two books to
share a table with another author. Space is provided on the registration form if you want to name a table mate.
Otherwise, you will be paired with an author whose genre is the same as or complementary to yours.

2. RESERVATIONS: Fill out a registration form to reserve a table. Because space is limited, reservations with
fee enclosed will be processed on a “first come, first served” basis.

3. PARKING: Parking spaces are available around the Community Center.

4. ARRIVAL TIME / REGISTRATION: Authors should arrive by 9:00 a.m. and register between 9:00 a.m. and
9:45 a.m. Your assigned table location will be provided at the registration desk. Authors may unload books at
the back door and then move their cars to on-site parking to make space close to the building for guests.
Activities begin at 10:00 a.m.

5. SALES TAX: Authors sell directly to buyers and will be responsible for collecting Texas sales taxes.

6. PROGRAM BOOKLET: Email your name and pen name if used, a two-three sentence biography, a personal
photo, town you are from, list of books published, list of writing honors, and publishing information to HCBF
President Ann Bell at annamaebell@suddenlink.net — no later than January 15, 2012.

7. REFRESHMENTS: HCBF will provide coffee, tea, water and cookies throughout the day.

8. LUNCH: Authors who wish to remain on site for the entire day may purchase a lunch. Enclose the cost of the
lunch when mailing your registration form and table reservation.

9. DISCLAIMER: Neither the Georgetown Community Center nor the Hill Country Book Festival will be
responsible for any issues other than those covered by these guidelines.
